Please wait outside the office for an
available space before entering.

Please remember that inside stable aisles and tack
rooms, you must still not gather in large groups.

REQUIREMENTS

All animals entering the show grounds, whether competing or for
schooling only, must have a current negative Coggins test dated within
a year of that competition and current veterinary practice paperwork
noting Equine Influenza Virus and Equine Herpes Virus vaccination
within 6 months of the competition must be available if requested. If your
animal's vaccinations were not administered by a veterinarian, you must
be able to provide, if asked a receipt for purchase of vaccines, signed by
the owner or agent with control of the animal; name, serial # and
expiration date of the vaccine and date of administration. All requested
documentation must be presented to show management/secretary upon
arrival at the show grounds. Back numbers will not be issued without
proper documentation.

Coggins test papers must be presented ON
PAPER. No photos shown on a phone or
texted or emailed versions will be accepted.
Please arrive with all tests ON PAPER. There
will be a copy machine available to copy your
tests to leave on file with the show secretary. If
the date of your test papers will be valid thru the
last of the four Spring shows, you will not have to
resubmit paperwork during this series of shows.

All horses and ponies on the show grounds must be entered
immediately upon arrival, no matter when you begin to school or
compete. Bringing a horse or pony onto the show grounds for
schooling or sales and not entering that animal on an official
entry bl ank is prohibited. No exceptions.

All horses competing in Federation nn-breed restricted licensed competitions with hunter, hunter
breeding, jumper and hunter seat equitation clases (exception: opportunity academy, exhibition,
walk-trot and leadline entries) must be properly registered with USHJA Forms available with the
horse show secretaries.
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NON-SHOWING HORSE FEE

A nonshowing fee of $8.00 will be charged for each horse or pongtabled on the groundsbut not
showing.

REFUNDs: Only pre-paid class fees can be refunded and, only w/ a vet certificate. There will be
scratch fee = to the office fee for entries scratched after the entry hlsen processed.
